Incentives

The Greater Sterling Development Corporation and
the Whiteside County Enterprise Zone offer a variety of
programs designed for qualifying new, expanding and

relocating businesses.

Tax credits

* 0.5% investment tax credits on machinery,
equipment and existing buildings

+ $500 tax credit for each job created for which a
certified dislocated worker is hired

Tax exemption

* 5% tax exemption on machinery used or consumed
in operation of pollution control facilities to qualifying

companies
* 5% state utility tax exemption

Tax abatements

* Five-year property tax abatement (from 35% to 94%)

for qualifying new construction/renovation

+ Ten-year property tax abatement for qualifying new

construction/renovation projects that create 500
full-time jobs and invest at least $25,000
